1. Write a program that will use a FOR/ENDFOR loop to allow the user to enter 5 words, storing each one in an array. It should then use another FOR/ENDFOR loop to write the words ONE by ONE to a CSV file called words.csv.  Open the CSV file in MS Excel to check it has worked.  
 For n = 1 To 5
  TextWindow.WriteLine("Enter word " + n)
  word[n] = TextWindow.Read()
EndFor
For n = 1 To 5
  File.WriteLine(Program.Directory + "/words.csv", n,  word[n])
EndFor

2. Write a program that will use a WHILE/ENDWHILE loop to allow the user to enter words, storing them in an array, until the word END is entered. The program then writes the words, plus the word END to a CSV file ONE by ONE.  Open the CSV file in MS Excel to check it has worked.

  TextWindow.WriteLine("Enter word (END to finish) " + wordCount)
  wordInput = TextWindow.Read()
  word[wordCount] = wordInput
  wordCount = wordCount + 1

3. Create a folder called wordlists. Alter the program above so prompts the user for a file name and then saves word lists to this folder with the correct filename. Use the program to create at least 3 word lists.  Open the CSV files in MS Excel to check it has worked.
