SmallBasic File exercises 1 - writing data to files
File.WriteContents(filePath, contents)

Opens a file and writes the specified contents into it, replacing the original contents with the new content + no carriage return
File.AppendContents(filePath, contents)

Opens the specified file and appends the contents to the end of the file + a carriage return.
File.InsertLine(filePath, lineNumber, contents)

Opens the specified file and inserts the contents at the specified line number + a carriage return.
File.WriteLine(filePath, lineNumber, contents)

Opens the specified file and write the contents at the specified line number. This operation will overwrite any existing content at the specified line + a carriage return.
NOTE: Use Program.Directory + "/test.txt" as the file path

NOTE: Text in red = data in the text file.

1. Create a folder called "read-write testing" in your Small Basic folder.  Inside it, create a text file called “test.txt".  Add the text "OLD TEXT"  to the file and save it. SAVE ALL THE FOLLOWING SMALL BASIC FILES IN THIS FOLDER.
OLD TEXT
2. Write a program that uses WRITECONTENTS to WRITE the words NEW TEXT to the text file called “test.txt”, replacing ALL the original data.  Open the file in Notepad to check it has worked.

NEW TEXT
3. Amend the program to  APPEND  the word ONE to the contents of the test.txt file.  Open the file in Notepad to check it has worked (NOTE, the previous WRITECONTENTS command did not add a carriage return)
NEW TEXTONE

4. Amend the program to  APPEND  the word THREE to the contents of the test.txt file.  Open the file in Notepad to check it has worked.

NEW TEXTONE
THREE
5. Amend the program to  WRITE the word ONE at line 1 of the test.txt file.  Open the file in Notepad to check it has worked.
ONE

THREE
6. Amend the program to  INSERT  the word TWO at line 2 of the test.txt file.  Open the file in Notepad to check it has worked.

ONE

TWO

THREE
7. Amend the program to  WRITE the word DEUX at line 2 of the test.txt file.  Open the file in Notepad to check it has worked.
ONE

DEUX

THREE
