SmallBasic File exercises 2 - reading line data from files
File.ReadContents(filePath)

Opens a file and reads the entire file's contents. File.ReadLine(filePath, lineNumber)

Opens the specified file and reads the contents at the specified line number. 

NOTE: Use Program.Directory + "/test.txt" as the file path

NOTE: Text in red = data read from the text file and displayed.
1. Open the text file called “test.txt" and check it contains the data ONE, DEUX, THREE on 3 lines. SAVE ALL THE FOLLOWING SMALL BASIC FILES IN THIS FOLDER.
2. Write a program that will READ the entire contents of the text file called “test.txt” and display it.

3. Write a program that will READ the line 2 of the text file called “test.txt” and display it.

4. Write a program that will READ the contents of the text file called “test.txt” line by line and display it in reverse order. Use a FOR/ENDFOR loop with a STEP of -1.

5. Open the text file called “test.txt" and add the text FOUR, FIVE, SIX, END on the next 4 lines, then save it.
6. Write a program that will READ the contents of the text file called “test.txt” line by line until it reaches the word END, displaying each line as it reads it in. Use a WHILE/ENDWHILE conditional loop.
